Full details around the funded indications and eligibility criteria will be 

available in the Protocol Summaries and summarized in the Systemic Therapy Update newsletter once funding decisions 

have been finalized.

Possible adverse events (of any grade): 

 Posterior Reversible Encephalopathy Syndrome (PRES) 

 QT prolongation  

 Hypertension 

 Diarrhea 

 Fatigue 

 Nausea  

 Decreased appetite 

 Weight loss 

 Palmar-plantar erythrodysesthesia (PPE) 

 Renal toxicity  

 Proteinuria  

 Hemorrhage  

 Hepatotoxicity  

Dosing and Administration Information 
Pre-medications: 

 Antiemetic: low to moderate emetogenicity (see SCNAUSEA) 
 
Dosing and Schedule:  One cycle = 30 days       

 Weight less than 60 kg:  
o Oral lenvatinib 8 mg once daily with or without food until toxicity or disease progression.  

 Weight great than or equal to 60 kg: 
o Oral lenvatinib 12 mg once daily with or without food until toxicity or disease progression. 

 
Additional Protocol Information: 

 It is recommended that for at least the first 2 cycles of treatment patients monitor their blood pressure daily (home 
measurements, GP’s office, etc.) and keep a journal of their blood pressure measurements that can be submitted to 
the provider.

 IM octreotide 30 mg every 4 weeks until tumour progression or intolerable toxicity
