Carboplatin Carboplatinandconcurrent Possibleadverse events:
radiotherapy for patients with Locally e Mpyelosuppression
Advanced Squamous Cell Carcinoma of e Infusion-related reactions
the Head and Neck e Nausea and vomiting
e Fatigue
e Neurotoxicity
e Nephrotoxicity
e Mucositis—radiation side effects
e Drymouth—radiationside effects
e Lloss oftaste—radiation side effects
e Painful swallowing —radiationside effects

Dosing and Administration Information
Pre-medications:
e Antiemetic: moderate emetogenicity (see SCNAUSEA)

Dosing and Schedule: weeklyfor 7 weeks concurrent with radiation therapy
e IV carboplatin AUC 2 administer over 30 minutes
e Radiation: 70 Gy external beam thoracicradiotherapyin 35 fractions over 7 weeks

Additional Protocol Information:
e Priortoinitiation of treatment, patients to bereferred for consultation to Dentistry and Nutrition Services
o Placementof a feeding gastrostomy tube prior to treatmentis encouraged if there has been significant weight loss
(i.e., greater than 10% frombaseline)

Cyclophosphamide | Treatment of patients with Possible adverse events (of any grade):
Plus Peripheral T-Cell Lymphoma (PTCL) e Myelosuppression
Doxorubicin e Nausea and vomiting

Plus e Diarrhea

Prednisone e Hepatotoxicity

Plus e Acute pancreatitis
Brentuximab e Cardiotoxicity

vedotin e Alopecia

e |nsomnia
Brentuximab vedotin-specific adverse events:

e Infusion-related reaction
Tumor lysis syndrome
Progressive multifocal leukoencephalopathy (PML)
Stevens-Johnson syndrome
Peripheralsensoryneuropathy

Dosing and Administration Information
Pre-medications:
o Antiemetic: highemetogenicity (see SCNAUSEA)

Dosing and Schedule: every 21 days for 6 cycles
e IV cyclophosphamide 750 mg/m”administer over 20 —60 minutes

PLUS

e IV doxorubicin 50 mg/m’1V push
PLUS

e Oralprednisone 45 mg/m*in the morningwith foodon days 1 -5
PLUS

e IV Brentuximab vedotin 1.8 mg/kg administer over 30 minutes
o Thedosefor patients weighinggreater than 100 kg should be calculated based on a weight of 100kg

Additional Protocol Information:
e Filgrastimis mandatory for primary prevention of neutropenia.
o SCfilgrastim 5 mcg/kgdaily x 5 days startingon day 7
= 300mcg:upto75kg
= 480mcg:76kgto110kg
= 600 mcg:greaterthan 110kg
e Patientswith rapidlyproliferatingtumourandhightumourburden areatrisk of tumour lysis syndrome from

brentuximabvedotin and should be monitored closely.
