HIGHLIGHTS OF CHANGES IN PROTOCOLS, PRE-PRINTED ORDERS AND PATIENT HANDOUTS

The Lung Tumour Group and the Systemic Therapy Program have expanded the use of
Pemetrexed to the following indications in patients with advanced non-small cell lung cancer (NSCLC)
of non-squamous cell histology:

1. First-line chemotherapy option as a platinum doublet regimen (ULUAVPP)

2. Single agent maintenance therapy in patients with no disease progression after 4 cycles of platinum-
based doublet not containing pemetrexed (ULUAVPMTN)

Previously, standard first-line chemotherapy for stage 111B/IV NSCLC included platinum-based doublet
combinations with taxanes, vinorelbine and gemcitabine. In a phase 111 trial, first-line therapy with cisplatin
and pemetrexed was shown to improve overall survival compared to cisplatin plus gemcitabine (11.8 vs.
10.4 months) in patients with advanced NSCLC of non-squamous cell histology. Cisplatin and pemetrexed
were also associated with lower rates of grade 3 or 4 hematologic toxicities and nausea.

ULUAVPMTN is the first maintenance therapy approved by the BCCA for patients with stage 11B/IV
NSCLC who have not progressed after first-line chemotherapy. A phase 11 trial showed that compared to
placebo, maintenance pemetrexed resulted in delayed progression (4.3 vs. 2.6 months) and improved
overall survival (13.4 vs. 10.6 months) in patients who did not have disease progression after at least 4
cycles of platinum-based doublet chemotherapy. When confined to non-squamous cell histology patients,
there was an increase of 5.2-months in overall survival (15.5 vs. 10.3 months).
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The Genitourinary Tumour Group and the Systemic Therapy Program have introduced
Everolimus as a new therapy option for patients with advanced renal cell carcinoma after failure of multi-
target kinase inhibitors (sunitinib, sorafenib). Access via the manufacturer’s AfiniTRAC Reimbursement
Support Program is officially terminated on 31 January 2011. Patients enrolled in this program prior to and
including 31 January 2011 will continue to receive everolimus through the AfiniTRAC Program. For more

Like temsirolimus, everolimus is an mTOR inhibitor indicated for the second-line treatment of patients
with metastatic renal cell carcinoma (RCC) refractory to either sunitinib or sorafenib. The recommended
dosage is 10 mg orally daily on an empty stomach or after a small, fat-free meal. In a phase Il trial,
everolimus significantly prolonged progression-free survival compared to placebo in patients who failed
sunitinib and/or sorafenib (4.0 mo vs. 1.9 mo, respectively)." No statistically significant difference was
observed in overall survival or objective response. As with temsirolimus, pulmonary toxicity has been
reported with everolimus.

= Rituximab (class Il) as pre-emptive rituximab therapy of Epstein-Barr virus related post-transplant
lymphoproliferative disease (BMTLPDRIT)

centres in Canada, tentatively around April or May 2011.
