It is recommended that patients with intermediate or high-grade sarcoma are followed up every 3–4 months for the first 2–3 years, then twice a year for up to 5 years, and annually thereafter for a total of 8–10 years.

Patients with low-grade sarcoma should be followed up every 4–6 months for 3–5 years, then annually.

Standard follow-up practice should consist of:
a. Review of any new symptoms reported by the patient,

b. Clinical examination to focus on local recurrence, with imaging follow-up where indicated by clinical suspicion,

c. Routine chest X-ray to exclude pulmonary metastases.

d. Monitoring for late-effects of treatment.

New models of follow-up warrant further investigation.
