The staging system applies to intrahepatic cholangiocarcinoma, cholangiocellular carcinoma and
combined hepatocellular and cholangiocarcinoma (mixed hepatocellular/cholangiocellular
carcinoma).

Right-liver intrahepatic cholangiocarcinoma regional lymph nodes include the hilar (common bile duct, hepatic
arteries, portal vein and cystic duct), periduodenal and peripancreatic lymph nodes.

Left-liver intrahepatic cholangiocarcinoma regional lymph nodes include hilar and gastrohepatic lymph
nodes.

Histological examination of a regional lymphadenectomy specimen will ordinarily include 3 or more lymph
nodes. If the regional lymph nodes are negative, but the number ordinarily examined is not met, classify as
pNO.

DISTANT METASTASIS (M)

MO No distant metastasis (only applicable for clinical staging — i.e. if a cM1 is biopsied and is negative, it becomes
cMO, not pMO0)
M1 Distant metastasis”
Note: For intrahepatic cholangiocarcinoma, spread to the coeliac and/or periaortic and caval lymph nodes is
distant metastasis (M1).
